CONDITIONS OF ENTRY:
1. The ride will take place around Sandringham Estate, the ride is NOT competitive, and will not be timed.  All riders completing the course will be awarded a rosette. 

2. Riding hats which are secured at three points, correct to PAS 015 or BSEN1384 standard should be worn at all times whilst mounted, along with suitable clothing and footwear.  Back protectors advisable.  All horses tack must be of safe standard, properly fitting, and checked by the rider prior to the start of the ride.

3. Children under the age of 16 MUST be accompanied throughout the ride with a responsible adult of 18 years or over.  NO horse or pony under the age of 4 years may be entered.

4. The organisers reserve the right to retire any horse/pony or rider without stating a reason.  The organisers reserve the right to refuse entry without stating a reason.

5. Riders MUST report to the secretary before commencing and on completion of the ride.  Riders MUST wear allocated numbers at all times.

6. The route will be clearly marked, and should be strictly followed.  Stewards will be present during the day.They are there for your safety, so please follow their instructions.

7. Riders MUST ride safely and with consideration for others. ALL RIDERS MUST ASK BEFORE PASSING AND DO SO AT WALK, PLEASE BE AWARE THERE ARE YOUNG HORSE AND RIDERS TAKING PART.  PLEASE DO NOT DROP LITTER.

8. No liability for any damage to person, horse/pony or property, however caused will be accepted.  Farrier/Vet fees responsibility of owner/rider.

9. Entry fees should be sent with completed entry form and signed declaration to Mrs A Holt. Cheques should be made payable to:- REDWINGS HORSE SANCTUARY. 

10. Horses & carriages will be permitted, but MUST be considerate to all riders.

11. Entry fees are non refundable.

12. No dogs or quad bikes allowed.

13. All riders understand and agree that they ride at their own risk and have their own adequate insurance. NO claim can be made against Her Majesty the Queen, Sandringham Estate or the organisers, for whatever reason.
14. There will NOT be a Paramedic, Veterinary surgeon or Farrier present on the day.

DIRECTIONS  TO  VENUE

FROM KING LYNN – HARDWICK ROUNDABOUT.

Take the A149 following the signs to Hunstanton & Cromer, carry straight on at the Queen Elizabeth Hospital roundabout, when you get to the next roundabout, (Knights Hill Hotel on your left hand side), take the 2nd exit still staying on the A149 towards Hunstanton.  At the village of Babingley, turn right onto the B1439 sign posted to West Newton. Follow the road for approx. 2 miles. After passing the West Newton Village sign and a 30 mile limit, a few 100 yards on your left are the park gates (opposite a row of bungalows), turn left into these gates & you will be in the lorry/trailer park & the start of the ride.

FROM HUNSTANTON.

Take the A 149 until you reach the village of Babingley, turn left onto the B1439 sign posted to West Newton, then follow the instructions as above.

FROM FAKENHAM.

At the Fakenham roundabout, take the A148 towards Kings Lynn, follow the road until you reach the village of Hillington, go through the village and turn right onto the B1440 sign posted to Dersingham & Sandringham.  After approx. 2 miles & at a small cross roads, turn left onto the B1439, (you will see a row of bungalows), carry on down the hill past the church, at the bottom of the hill you will come to West Newton Park gates on your right hand side (opposite some bungalows), turn right here & you will be in the lorry/trailer park & the start of the ride.
